ASHER INTRATER - THROWING THE FIRST STONE: John 8 – Woman caught in Adultery
Deut. 16:18-20 - Moral values, social justice and righteous judgement is part of the plan of God. ….
 God wants every nation to be based on righteous, moral values, and be a country of faith.

But the nation of Israel is in turmoil not knowing the right way to turn for solutions to their problems. There are so many different divisions of people in Israel, secular, Orthodox, Messianic, and branches within each one. Sexual sin is rampant, targeting every walk of life, even children. The 2 big words for people in the secular school of thought are LOVE and FREEDOM. But if you put those things together without righteous values, it equates to sexual immorality. The religious Jews are just condemning people, ready to throw stones. 
The world has the beast (violence) on one side, and the harlot (sexual sin) on the other. Light, love and purity only come through Yeshua. 60 years ago there were only a handful of families in Israel who had embraced the Messiah. Today there is an estimated 20,000 believers in Yeshua throughout the nation. The Christian Arabs and the Messianic Jews have great respect, love and fellowship with each other.
Both Asher and Dan Juster began by introducing some people who have ministries in Israel that are making a difference in the lives of people in the nation.  These messianic and Arab Christians are

· providing jobs for people getting out of the sex trafficking industry by selling bags from up-cycled materials.  14,000 people enslaved in Israel.

· Working  with Russians. Over 70% of Israel’s Messianic population speaks Russian. 

· Reaching out, to provide full scale dental care for the needy with over 50% of the population not being able to afford dental care, and they are 
· The only organization in Israel involved in adoption and foster care.
· Running a Preschool which with 60 children of Jews and Arabs
· Creating a series of 30 online messages about how to reach Muslims.  The end time revival to Muslims would be through the “Miriams” – the bitter tears of Muslim women. 
· Giving food and supplies to the needy.
Aglow International supports many of these ministries in Israel.
Dan Jester: The Five Pillars (Based on his & Asher’s book “Israel, The Church, and the Last Days”)

ASHER INTRATER – Come Up Here; Asher shares that God is calling us to a higher level of spirituality, purity, authority as in Revelation 4 – “Come Up Here”.   

The word “rule” in Psams 110:1-3 that Jesus quoted to the High Priest is the same word used in Genesis 1 when He told Adam and Eve to take dominion over the earth. We have to go to a higher level.  We have to have overcoming experiences to grab hold of this. Read the book of Revelation as a handbook. Jane encouraged us to be overcomers and “Just do it!”
DAN JUSTER : The Identity of the Church in Israel:  Barriers Broken Down

Tribal people don’t have a personal identity like we are prone to in the west, they have more of a group or tribal identity. Our identity as believers in Christ is also a corporate identity. . . and this identity is tied to Israel. There is no longer a barrier between Jew and gentile. We share the same identity. We are now fellow heirs.  The church are those from all nations who have been joined to Israel and its destiny for the sake of world redemption. We don’t replace Israel. We are now the body of Christ together. (Romans 11:16)
PATTY JUSTER - Going Through Pain and Suffering

We have not equipped the younger generation to know how to go through suffering. They don’t have a clear understanding of why we believe what we believe, so when things don’t go according to expectation they fall away. Example:  Joseph of the Old Testament.

Look for the “So that’s” in your life. Lazarus died “so that” God’s glory would be seen, “so that” they would believe. With the blind man they asked why he was born blind and Jesus replied that it happened “so that” God would be glorified. Instead of allowing, the problems, the why’s, and ‘who-doneits’ to throw you off kilter, look for the “so that’s” and His glory in every situation. 
Problem Solving:  
If you have a problem, got the Throne, not the phone.  Seek His Presence. Worship more for His Presence that to just feel good. When you don’t understand, sit back and worship.
· Intense suffering may indicate your depth of connectivity to things of the earth rather than of God being your #1. (Idols?)
